RESEARCH, TEACHING AND SERVICE INTERESTS

My research focuses on one of México’s most significant writers, Elena Garro—a transnational
author who lived in Spain, the United States, France, Japan, and Switzerland. Garro helped to
develop a literary foundation for feminist and political views of México, and the world. I am
committed to the principle of recovering and conserving vulnerable original manuscripts, diaries,
and poems that Elena Garro provided to me in 1997, when I agreed to be her Literary Agent and
exclusive authorized biographer. After years of researching her work for my doctoral thesis, I spent
weeks with Elena Garro looking at photos, diaries, and manuscripts. For months, I transcribed pages
from her diaries under ultraviolet light that had been bleached and damaged by cat urine. I searched
archives for newspaper articles written about her, and interviewed people who knew her for the
biography on her life and work. I used these materials in the biography [ wrote in three volumes: Yo
solo soy memoria (2000), Testimonios sobre Elena Garro (2002), and El asesinato de Elena Garro
(I* ed. 2005; 2™ ed. 2014). Her journalism articles for E/ asesinato de Elena Garro were next to
impossible to find, but with persistent long hard work, I found most of them during four years of
research. I gathered original newspaper publications that she wrote covering her political and social
activism on behalf of Mexico’s indigenous populations and women from public libraries, private
collections, Spanish libraries, and most of the articles were found in only two Mexican university
libraries. Last year I finished and published the book of poems by Elena Garro, Cristales de tiempo.
Poemas inéditos, that includes 80 pages of research on her biographical and literary influences from
various sources, including German romantic poetry. As a result of decades of research about Elena
Garro, I have published her original and previously unpublished work and made it available to the
academic community across México, Latin America, United States, and European libraries. My
research on Elena Garro’s work continues with new publications to come. After being Elena Garro’s
Literary Agent for the last 18 years, I also became the Literary Agent for Guadalupe Duefias in May,
2012. I recently assembled her published and unpublished work with an introduction I wrote about
her life and contributions as a pioneer Mexican feminist in the book Obras completas by Guadalupe
Duenas (2017). T have also assembled and published the original work of Carmen Mondragén (Nahui
Olin) under the same premises in the book Nahui Olin: sin principio ni fin (2011).

My teaching experience of almost four decades and now with online classes is enriched by in depth
research for 15 books I have published to actively promote feminist themes by publishing materials
from great Mexican women writers, to historical and cultural analysis of gender and social class
content that includes literature, films, and plays. I am a first generation Mexican immigrant Chicana
and have extensive academic and professional experience. For the last twenty years, I taught gender
based transnational themes in my classes at the university level. As a naturalized citizen, I embody
the transition of Mexico to the United States culturally and academically. Empowering my students
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to think critically about our cultural origins as Chicanas and Chicanos, gender equality and feminism,
as well as how we are all psychologically and socially evolving as we move through time. Feminist
transitional models in films, novels, and contemporary articles are tools the student uses to become
more objective about our traditional cultures, critically analyze information, learn to shape their
opinion, and see more clearly how our identities and collective cultures blend, remain distinct, and
develop. Studying classroom materials is the vehicle for students to research, think creatively, and
belong to a progressive educated Chicano and Chicana Hispanic culture in the United States. On an
ethnological level Latin American students share many qualities with Mexican students’
transnational or culture shock and transitions into American or U.S. culture. I share and mirror my
students’ experiences visa vis Chicano and Chicana experience and classes, because my courses are
cross listed with the Department of Spanish and Portuguese. Students from any cultural or social
point of view learn more about the Chicana and Chicano experience and culture, to empathically
understand their own identities, cultural qualities, and opinions better in my classes. My published
anthology Oyeme con los ojos. De Sor Juana al siglo XXI (2010) is used in the classes I teach
“Mujeres Transgresoras” as a “Transnational Latino Studies” resource for the last few years at UNM.

My publications are products of critical analytical thought and they impart those qualities to the
reader, just as my classes do to my students. Beyond that “service” to them, they perform plays,
recite poetry, and present their essays in front of groups of students and the public regularly at the
end of the semesters. I take extra time outside of class meeting times to rehearse them and build their
confidence by building back ground understanding in the work they are presenting in order to
strengthen their conviction to perform in front of an audience. This “service” is a pleasure for me,
because I feel their growth and maturity from being timid and cautious to expressing their confidence
as a more secure person ready to perform and do it well. I think the final polish on my classes
frequently comes when the students make the work we study, analyze, and research about all
semester come alive, from memory, in front of audiences. Not only does all this work turn out to be
a service to build process, knowledge, and character in the students, but the audience finds these
presentations quite pleasurable.
